BASIC VOTING LAWS REGISTRATION LAWS VOTER ID LAWS

To vote in Massachusetts, one must be: 
● a United States citizen, 
● a resident of Massachusetts, and 
● at least 18 years old on or before Election 

Day.

● Most voters in Massachusetts are not required to present 
identification at the polls. However, first-time voters in 
federal elections, inactive voters, voters casting provisional 
ballots, and voters who are asked by a poll worker to 
provide ID due to reasonable suspicion are required to do 
so. 

● Valid forms of identification include both photo and 
non-photo identification
